The Second Level Support Service and its work 2009-2010
· The Second Level Support Service (SLSS) is a key provider of professional development for teachers, and support to schools, in the post-primary sector. The service has a dual remit. It provides programme and subject specific curricular support and support for teaching and learning generally in post-primary schools.
· The service also provides a programme of( modular courses for teachers, staff
development programmes and school-based support to individual schools. More recently it has offered two post-graduate diplomas in conjunction with Trinity College, Dublin.
· The National Network of Education Centres plays a key role in the work of the service. The SLSS head office is located in Blackrock Education Centre. Elements of the service are administered by designated Education Centres around the country. NCOs and RDOs work closely with Education Centres in supporting the needs of schools and teachers locally.
· The work of the service is to expand to include, over time, the provision of support for:
